Do You Love Your Pet?  Then Scoop That Poop!

Pet waste not handled properly can lead to the spread of diseases between pets, infection of children and adults with disease causing bacteria, and leads to pollution in our streams and rivers.  

Pets and children playing in yards or parks where pets defecate are at risk for infection from bacteria that may lead to diarrhea, fever, muscle aches, vomiting, and vision loss.

Pet waste that is washed down the storm drains effects our water quality also.  After being washed into our streams and creeks, bacteria from pet waste (fecal coliform) use up oxygen during the decaying process.  This leaves less oxygen for aquatic organisms that are dependent on this supply.  It also makes our recreational waters unsafe if ingested by pets and humans.
